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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

Ve, the undersigned natural persons of the age of eighteea years or more,
at least two of whom are citizens of the State of Texas, acting as incorporators of
2 corporation under the Texas Nen-Profit Corporation Act, de hereby adopt the

foilowing Articles of Incorporatien for such cerperation:

ARTICLE 1.
NAME
The name of the corporation is CLAY ROAD  HOMEGWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC. here-

inafter called the “Association®.

ARTICLE [E.
TYPE OF CORPORATION

The Association is a non-profit corporation and has no capital stock.

ARFTICLE T11.
DURATION

The period of duration is perpetual.

ARFICLE IV.
PURPOSES AND POWERS

This Association dees not contemplate pecuniaf_y gain or profit to its members,
and t- - purposes for which it is formed are to provide for maintenance and
preservation of the comwn area end architectural control of the resideace lals
within that certain real property described in that certain Declaration of Covenants,
Conditions and Restrictions of CYPRESS MEADOW, a subdivision in Harris County, Texas
{hereinafter called “said Beclarati;m"}, and such additional pmﬁerties 2s may be
added thereto from time to time by annexation or otherwise as provided in said
Declaration and in these Articles; and to promote the health. safety and welfare
of the residents within such properties and for these purposes the Association
shall have the f'ol]om'ng ﬁouers: -

{a) To exercise al} of the povers and privileges and to perform «11 of the
duties .2 obligations of the Association as set forth ia safd Declaration and as
the—same may be smended from time to time as therein provided, said peclaration

being incorporated herein as if set forth in length;
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{b) To fix, levy and collect {enforcing payment by any lawful means}) all
charges and assessments pursuant te the terms of said Declaratien; to pay ali
expenses in connection therewith and all office and other expenses incident to the

conducl of the business of the Asspciation, including for example, but not by way

of Yimitation, all Vicenses, taxes or goverpmental charges levied or imposed against

the pr-operty of the Association;

fc} To purchase, receive, lease or otherwise oun, held, improve, build upon,
operate, maintain, convey, sell, lease, transfer, dedicate for public use or gther-
wise dispose of seal or personal properi.:y in connection with the affairs of the
Association;

{d} To borrow money, and with the consent of two-thirds (2/3) of each class of
members to mortgage or pledge any or 21l of its real or personal property as security
for money borrowed or debls incurred; -

{e} 1o engage the services of agents, independent contractors or employees to
manage, operate or i:erfurm all or any part of the affairs and business of the
P;ssociation: and

{f} To do and perform any and all lawful things and acts which im its discretion
are ne-cessary or desirable in carrying out any or all of the purpeses for which the
Association is formed, and pa.y the costs and/or expenses in connection therewith.

Further, the Rssociation shall have and exercise any and all powers, rights and

privileges which 2 corporation erganized woder the Texas Hon-Profit Corpﬂratinh Act

* by law may now or hereafter have sr exercise.

ARTICLE V.
MEMBERSHIP
Every person or enlity who is 2 recerd owner of a fee or undividgd fee interest
in any lot which is subject, by covenants of record, to assessment by the Association,
including contract seilers, shall be a member of the Association. The fo_regoing is
not intended to 1nclu¢ie persons or eatities who hold an interest merely as security

for the performance of an obligation. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not

be separated from ownership of any tot which is subjec-t to assessment by the As;ociétion_

Ownership of suci: 16t Sia?l Lz the-sole qualtification of membership.

The By-Laws of the Association may provide for suspension of mesbership for

failure to pay assessments and for viplation of the Rules and Requlations established -

by the Board of Directors. '

VOTENG RIGHTS
The Association shall have two classes of voting membership:
Llass & €lass A members shall be all ihnse Ouners 3s-dzfined in Article ¥
with the exception of the Peclarant. Each lot owned by 2 Class A member or membérs
shall be allowed one vote for each Yot which vote may be castr by the Mer or ce-awners
of that Tet but in no event shall more than one vote be cas;t with respect to any lot. ]
Class B. Tthe Class B members shall be the Declarant (as defined in the Declarati
and shall be entitled to three (3) votes for each lot owned. The Class B membership
shall cease and be converted to Class A mewhership on the happéning of either of the
following events, whichever occours earlier:
{a} Uhen the total votes cutstanding in the Class A uembersﬁip
equal the total votes outstanding.in the Class B menbership;
or
{b} Janwary 1, 1990;
provided, however, that the Class B membership shall be reinstated upon annexétion to
the properties of amy additional residential prnpérty and/for comon area, but sobject
to further cessation in accordance with the limitations set forth in the preceding
paragraphs (3) and (b) of this Article V1, whichever occurs first.

{2/3) of the entire Class A membership and two-thirds (2/3) of the entire Class B

membership, if any.

) ARTICLE XI1.
MTHORITY TO BECICATE
The Association shall have power to dedicate, sell or transfer all or any part
of the common area {after same has been conveyed tn it) to'any public agency, authority
or wtility, for such purposes and subject to such conditions as may be agreed 1o hy
the members. No such dedication or transfer way be effective wvnless an tpstrument
has been signed by mewbers entitled to cast two-thirds {2/3} of the votes of the
entire Class A wembership and two-thirds (2/3) of the votes of the entire Class @

membership, if any, agreeing to such dedicatior, sale or transfer.

ARTICLE XIT.
DESSCGLUT ION
. T *ssociation may be dissolved with the consent given in writing and signed

by sot less than two-thirds (273} of the enti.re Class A'Mership—and two-thirds

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{273} of the entire Class B membership, if any. Upon dissolution of the Association,
the assets, bolh real and personal of the Asseciation. shall be dedicated to an
appropriate public agency to be devoted to purposes as mearly as practicable the -
same a5 those lo which they were required to be devoted by the Association. 1In the
event that such dedication is refused acceptance, such assets shall be granted,

conveyed and assigned to any non-profit corporation, association, trust or other

. organization to be devated o purposes and uses that would mest nearly refléct. the

. purposes and uses to which they were required to be devoted by the Association.

ARTICELE Xt
MEETINGS FOR ACTIONS GOVERNED BY ARTICLES IX THROUGH XIT .

In erder to take actions under Articles 1X threugh XIJ, there must be a duly
held meeting. Hritten notice, setting forth the purpose of thée meeting shall be
given to a1l members not less tham thirty {30) days nor more than Fifty (50) days
in advance of the meeting. The presence of members or of proxies entitled to cast
two-thirds {2/3} of the votes of each class of wembership shall constitute a quorum.
1f the required quorum is not forthcoming_ at any meeting. another meeting may be called
subject to the notice requiremenl set forth sheve, and the required guerum at such
subsequent meeting shall be one-half {1/2) of the required quorum of the pre-ceding
meeting. Mo such subsequent meeting shall be held more than fifty (50) days following
thé preceding meeting. In the event that action is takem at such subsequent meet‘i-nq
at which the required quorum is less than two-thirds (2/3) of the members eatitled to
cast the votes in each class, the written consent to any action under Articles 1X
throvgh Xi1 sust be nbtained from rot less than fwo-thirds {2/3) of all memhers eatitles

to cast the votes im each class subsequent to asy such meeling.

ARTICLE XTIV
. PMEROMENTS

Amendments of these Articles shall require the written consent of two-thirds

{2/3) of each class of membership.

ARTICLE XY
" ASYA APPRBVAL
As long as there is a Class B membership the following actions will require the

prior approval of the Federal Housing Admipistration or the Veterans Administiration:
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_Acnexation of addilional properties, mergers and Consolidations, mortgaging )
of Common Area, dedication of common area, disselution and amendment of these
Articies.
