BY-LAWS
oF
CLAY ROAD HOMEQOWNER®S ASSOCIATION, IHNC.

ARTICLE I.
NAME ANO LOCATION
The name of the corporation is CLAY ROAD HOMEQOWNER'S ASSOCIATION, INC.,
hereinafter referred to as the “Association”. The initial registered office
of the corporation shall be located at 13600 Murphy Road, Stafford, Texas,
but meetings of members and directors may be held at such places within the
State of Texas, County of Harris as may be designated by the Board of -

Directors.

ARTICLE II.
DEFINITIONS

Section 1. “Assocfation" shall mean and refer to CLAY RCAD HOMEGWNER'S
ASSOCIATION, IHC., its successors and assigns.

Section 2. “"Properties” shall mean and refer to that certain real property
described in the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions of re-
cord at County Clerk's File No. of the Official Public Records of Real
Property of Harris County, Texas, and such additions thereto as may be brought
within the jurisdiction of the Assocfation under the provisions'of said Declara-
tion or the Charter of the Association.

Section 3. “Common Area" shall mean all real property owned by the
Association for the common use and enjoyment of the owners. The Common Area
to be owned by the Association is described as follows:

Being a tract of land containing 2.1488 acres, more or less,

Reserve “C*, Cypress Meadow, Section Cne (1), an addition in

Harris County, Texas, according to the map or plat thereof re-

gorded at Volume 290, Page 27, of the Map Records of Harris County,
exas. .

Saction 4. “Lot" shall mean and refer to that portion of any of the
plots of land shown upon the recorded subdivision map of CYPRESS MEADOM, SEC-
TIOH ONE (1), on which there is or will be built a single family dwelling.
There is excepted herefrom the hereinbefore described Common Area along with
other Reserves as noted on said subdivision map.

Section 5. “Owner” shall mean and refer to the record Owner, whether
one or more persons or entities, of a fee simple title to any Lot wﬁich is
- a part of the Properties, 1ncluding‘contract sellers, but excluding those

having such interest merely as security for the performance of an obligaticn.
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Section G. "Declarant” shall mean and refer to U. S. NOME CORPORATION, 7~
its successors and assigns if such successors or assigns should acquire more S

than one undeveloped Lot from the Declarant for the purpose of development,
or if such successors or assigns should acquire more than one developed Lot
which has not been built on for the purpose of erecting thereon single family
dwellings.

Section 7. “Declaration” shall mean and refer to the Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions applicable to the Properties recorded
at County Clerk's File No. of the Official Public Records of Real

Property of Harris County, Texas. -

ARTICLE III.
MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Membership. Every person or entity who is a record owner of
a fee or undivided fee interest in any th which is subject by covenants of
record to assessment by the Association, including contract sellers, shall
be a member of the Association. The foregoing is not intended to include
persons or entities who hold an interest merely as security for the performance N

*

of an obligation. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated

.

from ownership of any Lot which {s subject to assessment by the Association.
Ownership of such Lot shall be the sole qualification for membership.

Section 2. Suspension of Membership. During any period in which a

member shall be in default in the payment of any annual or special assessment
levied by the Association, the voting rights and right to use of the recreation..
facilities of such ~-mder may be suspended by the Board of Directors until

such ass- - . 2n paid. Such rights of a member may also be suspended
after notice 2na nearing, for a pericd not to exceed 60 days, for violation

of any rules and regulations established by the Board of Directors governing

the use of the Common Area and facilitfes.

ARTICLE IV.
PROPERTY RIGHTS: RIGHTS OF ENJOYMENT
Section 1. Each member shall be entitled to the use and enjoyment of
the Comnon Area and facilities as provided in the Declaration. Any member may

delegate in writing his rights of enjoyment of the Comnon Area and facilities L
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to the members of his family, his tenants or contract purchasers, who reside
on the property. Such member shall notify the secretary in writing of the
name of any such delegate. Theyrights and privileges of such delegate are
subject to the rules and regulations, By-Laws, Articles of Incorporation,

and Declaration of the Association to the same extent as those of the member.

ARTICLE V.
BOARD OF DIRECTORS: SELECTION: TERM OF OFFICE

Section 1. Number. The affairs of the Association shall be managed

by a Board of five (5) directors, who need not be members of the Association.

Section 2. Election. At the first annual meeting the members shall

elect one (1) director for a term of one (1) year, two (2) directors for a
term of two (2) years, and two (2) directors for a term of three (3) years;
and at each annual meeting thereafter the members shall elect the director(s)
for a term of two (2) years to fill each expiring term.

Section 3. Removal. Any director may be removed from the Board, with

or without cause, by a majority vote of each class of members of the Association.
In the event of death, resignation or removal of a directbr, his successors
shall be selectea by the remaining members of the Board and shall serve for
the unexpired term of his predecessor.

Section 4. Compensation. No director shall receive compensation for
any service he may render to the Association. However, any director may be
reimbursed for his actual expenses incurred in the performance of his duties.

Section 5. Action Taken Without a Meeting. The directors shall have the

right to take any action in the absence of a meeting which they could take
at a meeting by obtaining the written approval of the majority of the directors.’

ARTICLE VI.
MEETINGS OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Reqular Meetings. Regular meetings of the Board of Directors

shall be held quarterly without notice, at such place and hour as may be fixed
from time to time by resolution of the Board. Should said meeting fall upon
a legal holiday.‘thai reeting shall be held at the same time on the next day
which is not a legal holiday, or at such other time and date as determined by

a majority ot the Board of Directors.
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Section 2. speqial Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors —

shall be held when called by the president of the Association, or by any two .
directors, after not less than three (3) days notice to each director.

Section 3. ONuorum. A majority of the number of directors shall con-

stitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Every act or decision done
or made by a majority of the directors present at a duly held meeting at which

a quorum §s present shall be regarded as the act of the Board.

ARTICLE VII.
NOMINATION AND ELECTION OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Nomination. Nomination for election to the Board of Directors

may be made by a Nominating Committee. Hominations may also be made from the

floor at the annual meeting. The Nominating Cormmittee shall consist of a

Chairman, who shall be a member of the Board of Directors, and two or more

members of the Association. The Nominating Committee shall be appointed by

the Board of Directors two months prior to each annual meeting of the members.’ -
The Nominating Committee shall make as many nominations for election to the

Board of Directors as it shall in its discretion determine, but not less than —
the number of vacancies that are to be filled. tSuch nominations may be made
from among members or non-members. o

Section 2. Election. Election to the Board of Directors shall be by

secret written ballot cast at the annual meeting. At such election the members
or their proxies may cast, in respect to each vacancy, as many votes as they

are entitled to exercise under the provisions of the Declaration. The persons
receiving a majority of the votes cast shall be elected. Cumulative voting is

rot permitted. ’ .

-

ARTICLE VIII.
POWER AND DUTIES OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1. Powers. The Board of Directors shall have the power:

(a) To adopt and publish rules and regulations governing the use of the
Common Area and facilities, and the personal conduct of the members and their
delegates and their gdests'thereon. and to establish penalties for the
infraction thereof;

(b) To exercise for the Association all power, duties and authority vested ~
in or delegated to this Association and not reserved to the membership by other

provisions of these By-Laws, the Ariicles of Incorporation or the Declaration;
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(c) To declare the office of a member of the Board of Directors to be
vacant in the event such member shall be absent from three (3) consecutive
regular meetings of the Board of Directors without just cause having been
furnished to and accepted by the Board;

(d) To establish, and disburse and maintain such petty cash fund as
necassary for efficiently carrying on the business of the Association;

(e) To engage the services of a manager, an independent contractor, or
such employees as it deems necessary, and to prescribe the conditions,
compensation and duties of their work. Such power shall include authority
to enter into management agreements with other parties to manage, operate or
perform all or any part of the affairs and business of the Association.

Section 2. Duties. It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors:

(a) To cause to be kept a complete record of all its acts and corporate
affairs and to present a statement thereof to the members at the annual
meeting of the members or at any special meeting, when such statement is
requested in writing by one-fourth (%) of the Class A members who are entitled
to vote; '

(b} To supervise all officers, agents and emplovees of this Association,
and to see that their duties are properly performed;

(c¢) As more fully provided herein, and in the Declaration

(1) To fix the amount of the annual assessment against the Lots
at least thirty (30) days in advance of each annual
assessment pericd, as hereinafter provided in Article X1I,
and

(2) To send written notice of each assessient to‘every Owner
subject thereto at least thirty }30) days in advance of each
annual assessment period;

(d) To issue, or to cause an appropriate officer to issue, upon demand
by any person, a certificate setting forth whether any assessment has been
paid. A reasonable charge may be made by the Board of Directors for the
issuance of these certificates. Such certificates shall be conclusive evidence
of any assessment therein stated to have been paid;

. -'¢) To procure and maintafn adequate 1iability and hazard insurance on

property owned by the Association;



(f) To cause al] officers, employees or agents, having fiscal responsi- -
bility to be bonded and/or insured as it may deem appropriate; and

(g) To cause the Common Area to be maintained.

ARTICLE IX.
COMMITTEES
Section 1. The Association may appoint an Architactural Review Committece,
as provided in the Declaration, and a Nominating Committee, as provided in
these By-Laws. [In addition, the Board of Directors may appoint other committees
as deemed appropriate in carrying out its purposes, which may include for
example, but not by way of limitation, the following:

(a) A Recreation Cormittee to advise the Board of Directors on all

matters pertaining to the recreational program and activities of the Association
and to perform other such functions as the Board in its discretion determines;

{b) A Maintenance Committee to advise the Board of Directors on all

matters pertaining to the maintenance, repair or improvement of the Properties:
and to perform such other functions as the Board in its discretion determines;

(c) A Publicity Committee to inform the members of all activities and N

functions of the Association and after consulting with the Board of Directors, {‘”
to make such public releases and announcements as are in the best interest
" of the Association, and

(d) An Audit Committee to supervise the annual audit of the Association's

books and approve the annual budget and statement of income and expenditures
to be presented to the membership at its regqular annual meeting, as provided
in Article XI, Section 8(d). The Treasurer shall be an ex-officio member
of this committee when formed. .

Section 2. It shall be a function of each committee to receive inquiries
from members on any matter involving Association duties and activities within
its field of responsibility. It shall dispose of such inquiries as it aeems
| appropriate or refer them to such other comuittee, director or officer of the

Association as {s further concerned with the matter presented.

ARTICLE X
MEETINGS OF MEMBERS
Section 1. Annual Meetings. The first annual meeting of the members o~
shall be held within one year from the date of incorporation of the Association, 1
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and each subsequent regular annual meeting of the members shall be held on

the same day of the same month of each year thereafter, at the hour of 7:00 P.H..
provided that the Board of Directors may upon written notice to the members

at least ten (10) days prior to the regular annual meeting date schedule the
annual meeting date for a date not more than fourteen (14) days subsequent

to the regular annual meeting date. [f the day for the annual meeting of

the members is a legal holiday, the meeting will be held at the same hour on

the first day following which is not a legal holiday.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the members may be

.called at any time by the president or by the Board of Directors, or upon
written request of the members who are entitled to vote aone-faurth (%) of
all of the votes of the entire membership or who are entitled to vote one-
fourth (%) of the votes of the Class A membership.

Section 3. HNotice of Meetings. Except as otherwise providéd in the

Articles of Incorporation, the Declaration, or these By-Laws, written notice
of each meeting of the members shall be given by, or at the direction of,

the secretary or person authorized to call the meeting, by mailing a copy

of such notice, postage prepaid, at least 15 days before such meeting to

each member entitled to vote thereat, addressed to the member's address last
appearing on the books of the Association, or supplied by such member to the
Association for the purpose of notice. Such notice shall specify the place,
day and hour of the meeting and, in the case of a special meeting, the purpose
of the meeting.

Section 4. Quorum. The presence at the meeting of members entitled to
cast, or of proxies entitled to cast, cne-tenth (1/10) of the votes of each
class of membership shall constitute a quorum f&r aﬁ} action except as other-
wise provided in the Articles of lncorporation, the Declaration, or these
By-Laws. If, however, such quorum shall not be present or represented at
any meeting, the members entitled to vote thereat shall have power to adjourn
the meeting from time to time, without notice other than announcement at the
meeting, until a quorum as aforesaid, shall be present or be represented.

Section §. Proxies. At all meetings of members, each member may vote
in person or by proxy. All proxies shall be in writing and filed with the
Secretary. Every proxy shall be revocable and shall specify the meeting or

action to which it applies. General Froxies shall not be permitted.
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ARTICLE XI.
OFFICERS AND THEIR DUTIES

Section 1. Enumeration of Officers. The officers of this Association

shall be a president and vice-president, wha shall at all times be members
of the Board of Directors, a secretary, and a treasurer, and such other
officers as the Board may from time to time by resolution create.

Section 2. Election of Officers. The election of officers shall take

place at the first meeting of the Board of Directors following each annual

meeting of the members.

Section 3. Term. The officers of this Association shall be elected

annually by the Board and shall hold office for one (1) year unless they shal)
sooner resign, or shall be removed, or otherwise disqualified to serve.

Section 4. Special Appointments. The Board may elect such other officers

as the affairs of the Association may require, each of whom shall hold office
for such period, have such authority, and perform such duties as the Board
may, from time to time, determine.

Section 5. Resignation and Removal. . Any officer may be removed from

office with or without cause by the Board. Any officer may resign at any
time by giving notice to the Board, the president or the secretary. Such
resignation shall take effect on the date of receipt of such notice or at
any later time specified therein; the acceptance of such resignation shall
not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 6. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office may be filled in the

manner prescribed for regular election. The officer elected to such vacancy
shall serve for the remainder of the term of the officer he replaces.

Section 7. Multiple Offices. The offices of secretary and treasurer

may be held by the same person. No person shall simultaneously hold more
than one of any of the other offices except in the case of special offices
created pursuant to Section 4 of this Article.
Section 8. Duties. The duties of the officers are as follows:
President
(a) The president shall preside at all meetings of the Board uof Directors,
sh2'" 12e that orders and resolutions of the Board are carried out, shall sign

all leases, mortgages, deeds and other written instruments.



Vice-President

(b) The vice-president shall act in the place and stead of the president

in the event of his absence, iﬁabiIity or refusal to act, and shall exercise
and discharge such other duties as may be required of him by the Board.
Secretary
(c) The secretary shall record the votes and keep the minutes of all
meetings and proceedings of the Board and of the members; keep the corporate
seal of the Association and affix it on all papers requiring said seal; serve
notice of meetings of the Board and of the members; keep appropriate current
records showing the members of the Association together with their addresses,
and shall perform such other duties as required by the Board.
Treasurer
(d) The treasurer shall receive and deposit in appropriate bank accounts

all monies of the Association and shall disburse such funds as directed hy

resolution of the Board of Directors; keep proper books of account; cause an .

annual audit of the Association books to be made by a public accountant at
the completion of each fiscal year; and shall prepare an annual budget and a
statement of income and expenditures to be presented to the membership at

its regular annual meéting and deliver a copy of each to the members.

ARTICLE XII.
ASSESSMENTS

Section 1. (Creation of the Lien and Personal Obligation of Assessments.

By the Declaration each member is deemed to covenant and agree to pay to the
Association (1) annual assessments or charges, and (2) special assessments for
capital. . _ - . or ad valorem taxes levied against the Common Area. The
annual and special assessments, together with such interest thereon and costs
of collection thereof, as hereinafter provided, shall be a charge on the land
and shall be a continuing lien uwon the property against which each such
assessment is made. Each such assessment, together with such interest, costs
and reasonable attorney's fees shall also be the personal obligation of the
person who was the Ownar.of.such property at the time when the assessment fell
due and shall not pass to his successors in title unless expressly assumed

by them.
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Section 2. Purpose of Assessments. The assessments levied by the 7~~~
Association shall be Lsed exclusively to promote the recreation, health,
safety, and welfare of the residents in the Properties and for the improvement
and maintenance of the Common Area owned by the Assocfation and areas affecting
the houses situated upon the properties.

Section 3. Maximum Annual Assessment. Until January 1 of the year

immediately following the conveyance of the first Lot to an Owner, the maximum
annual assessment shall be

(a) From and after January 1 of the year {mmediately following the
conveyance of the first Lot to an Cwner, the maximum annual assessment shall
be adjusted in conformance with the Consumer Price Index {CP]) published by
the U. S. Department of Labor, specifically the Consumer Price Index for
Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers, U. S. City Average, all items, un-
adjusted for seasonal variation. The maximum assessment for any year shall
be the amount determined by (a) taking the dollar amount specified above in
the first sentence of this Section, (b) multiplying that amount by the pub-
lished CPI number for the fourth month prior to the beginning of the subject
year and (c) dividing that resultant by'the published CP1 number for the
fourth month prior to the month in which this declaration was signed by the
Declarant.

{(b) In the event that the aforementioned Consumer Price Index for Urban
Wage Earners and Clerical Workers, U, S. City Average is not published by
the U: S. Department of Labor, the maximum annual assessment shall be adjusted
by the use of any similar applicable index currently published by the United
States Government. If no similar applicable index {s published, then the
maximum annual assessment shall be increased by an amount equal to the average
percentage increase over the previous history of the Association.

(c) From and after January 1 of the year immediately following the
conveyance of the first Lot to an Quner, the maximum annual assessment amount
specified above in the first sentence of this Section and used in the above
CPI adjustment formula may be changed by a vote of the members, provided
that any such change shall have the assent of two-thirds (2/3) of the votes
of each class of members who are voting in person or by proxy, at a meeting

duly called vor this purpose, written notice of which skall be sent to all ~
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members not less than' 30 days nor more than 50 days {n advance of the meeting
setting forth the purpose of the meeting. The limitations hereof shall not
apply to any change in the maximum and basis of the assessments undertaken as
an incident to a merger or consolidation in which the Association is authorized
to participate under its Articles of Incorporation.

(d) The Bcard of Directors may fix the annual assessment at an amount
not in excess of the maximum. As long as there is a Class B membership the
Board of Directors may charge and collect a fraction of the annual assessment
on each Lot until the conveyance of said Lot by Declarant to an Owner, provided
that, after any conveyance of the Common Area, any such fractional charge to
Declarant shall not be less than fifty percent (50%).

(e) So long as there is Class B membership, the Board of Directors,
by virtue of this Declaration and the powers granted in the Articles of
Incorporation and the By-Laws of the Association, shall have the authority
at its discretion to enter into trash and garbage disposal contracts with
contractors to serve the trash and garbage disposal needs of the Owners, and
to assess each Owner a pro rata amount of the cost of such trash and garbage
Jisposal service in addition to the annual assessment which amount, if any,
is to be determined independently of and in addition to the maximum annual
assessment.

Section 4. Special Assessments for Capital Improvements and Taxes. In

addition to the annual assessments authorized above, the Association may levy,
in any assessment year, a special assessment applicable to that year only
for the purpose of defraying, in whole or in part, the cost of any construction,
rqunstruciion. repair or replacement of a capital improvement upon the Common
Area, including fixtures and personal property related thereto, and any ad
valorem taxes assessed against the Common Area provided that any such assess-
ment shall have the assent of twn-thirds (2/3) of the votes of each class
‘of members who are voting in person or by pioxy at a meeting duly called for
this purpose.

Section 5. Notice and Quorum for any Action Authorized Under Sections 3
and 4. Written notice of any meeting called for the purpose of taking any
action authorized under Sections 3 or 4 shall be sent to all members not less

than 3G days nor more than 50 days in advance of the meeting. At the first
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such meeting called, the presence of members or of proxies entitled to cast
two-thirds (2/3) of all the votes of each class of membership shall constitule
a quorum. l} the required quorum is not present, another meeting may be called
subject to the same notice requirement, and the required quorum at the sub-
sequent meeting shall be one-half (1/2) of the required quorum at the preceding
meeting. If the required quorum at such subsequent meeting is not present
other meetings may be called, subject to the same notice requirements and the
required quorum at each such subsequent meeting shall be cne-half (1/2) of

the required quorum at the immediately preceding meeting. Ho such subsequent
meeting shall be held more than.50 days following the preceding meeting.

Section 6. Uniform Rate of Assessment. Both annual and special assess-

ments must be fixed at a uniform rate for all Lots, except as provided in
Section 3(c) hereof, and may be collected on a monthly basis.

Section 7. Date of Commencement of Annual Assessments: Nue Dates. The

annual assessments provided for herein shall commence as to all Lots on the
first day of the month following the conveyance of the Conmon Area. The first
annual assessment shall be adjustéd according to the number of months remaining
in the calendar year. The Board Bf Directors shall fix the amount of the
annual assessment aé least thirty (30) days in advance of each annual assess-
ment period. Written notice of the annual assessment shall be sent to every
Owner subject thereto. The due dates shall be established by the Board of
Directors. The Association thall, upon demand, and for a reasonable charge,
furnish a certificate signed by an officer of the Asscciation setting forth
whether the assessm=- s on a specified Lot have been paid.

Seet! . . .. , _of Hon-Payment of Assessments: Remedies of the

Association. Any assessments not paid within thirty (30) days after the due
date, shall bear interest from the due date at the rate of 7% percent per
annum. The Association may bring an action at law against the Owner personally
obligated to pay the same or foreclose the lien against the property, and
interest, costs, and reasonable attorney's fees of any such action shall be
added to the amount of such assessment. Each Owner, by his acceptance of a
deed to a Lot, hereby expressly vests in the CLAY ROAD HOMEONER'S

ASSOCIATION, INC., or its agents, the right and power to bring all actions

against such Owner personally for the collection of such charges as a debt
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and to enforce the afgresaid lien by-all methods available for the enforcement

of such liens, including foreclosure by an action brought in the name of the

Association in a like manner as mortgage or deed of trust lien on real propertv,

and suéh Owner hereby expressly grants to the Associattoﬁ a pawer of sale in
connection with said 1ien. The lien provided for in this section shall be in
favor of the Association and shall be for the benefit of all other Lot Owners.
The Association acting on behalf of the Lot Owners shall have the power to bid
in an interest foreclosed at foreclosure sale and to acquire and hold, lease,
mortgage and convey the same; and to subrogate so much of its right to such
liens as may be necessary or expedient to an insurance company continuing to
give total coverage notwithstanding nonpayment of such.defaulting Owner's
portion of the premium. No Owner may waive or otherwise escape liability for
the assessments provided for herein by non-use of the Common Area or abandon-
ment of his Lot.

Section 9. "Subordination of the Lien to Mortgages. The lien of the

assessments provided for herein shall be subordinate to the lien of any
mortgage or mortgages granted or created by the Owner of any Lot to secure
, the payment of monies advanced and used for the purpose of purchasing and/or
jmproving such Lot. Sale or transfer of any Lot shall not affect the assess-
ment lien. However, the sale or transfer of any Lot pursuant to a foreclosure
under such purchase-money or improvement mortgages or any proceeding in lieu
of foreclosure thereof, shall extinguish the lien of such assessments as to
payment thereof which became due prior to such sale or transfer. Ho sale or
transfer shall relieve such Lot from 1iability for any assessments thereafter
becoming due or from the lien thereof.

Section 10. Exempt Property. All propert}es Jédicated to and accepted
by a local public authority; and all properties owned by a charftable or non-
profit organization exempt from taxation by the laws of the State of Texas
shall be exempt from the assessment created herein. However, no land or
improvements devoted to dwelling use regardless of ownership shall be exempt
from said assessment.

Section 11. Reser:ss. Theé Association shall endeavor to estailish and

maintaia a Reserve Fund to help defray the cost of reasonably foreseeable

uninsurable matters, capital expenditures, and other contingencies deemed
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appropriate by the Board of Directors. The officers and directors of the
Association shall have no liability for damages or expenses incurred by the
Association in excess of the amount of the Reserve Fund. Monies set aside in
the Reserve Fund may be reallocated for use in payment of operating expenses
with the approval of a majority of the members of the Board of Directors.

Section 12. Miscellaneous.

(3a) The proceeds of the regular annual assessments shall not be used
to reimburse Declarant for any capital expenditures incurred in construction
or other improvements of common facility, nar for the operation or maintenance
of such facilities incurred prior to conveyance unencumbered to the Association.
(b) Attendant to the rights of the members is the right to inspect thé

books upon proper notice of fifteen (15) days to the secretary of the Association.

ARTICLE XIII.
BGOKS AND RECORDS
The books, records and papers of the Association shall at all times,
during reasonable business hours, be subject to inspection by any member.
The Declaration, the Articles of Incorporation and the By-Laws of the Associztion
